Welcome


Chair Eddie Sarita welcomed everyone in attendance and called the 
meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Opening Prayer


Chair Sarita asked Pastor Rocky Sasaki to open our meeting with prayer.


Approval of Minutes of  the May 17, 2007 Meeting


Rena Ulanday informed Laurie Kelekoma that (on page 2) the names of the nomination committee are Pauline Ibia, Gus Garcia and Mildred Rapozo. 


With the addition of the names a motion was made by Rena Ulanday to accept the minutes with addition names of the nomination committee.   Seconded by Gus Garcia. Motion was carried.  Approved.

Correspondence


Secretary Laurie Kelekoma reported that there was no correspondence.

New Business

Movies in the Park 


Chair Sarita explained that we have two special guests with us this 
evening.  They are here to inform us of a County of Kauai program. Chair Sarita explained that he would like to take this agenda item out of order to allow our special guests to speak

 so they would not have to sit through our entire meeting, although they are more than welcome to stay, but just in case they had other commitments.  Chair Sarita asked Laurie Kelekoma to introduce our guests.


Laurie explained that Theresa Koki, is the Anti-Drug Coordinator and Moana Ta’a is the Community Outreach Specialist from the County of Kauai. Through their office we are able to apply for a Waele A Ola Hou grant for $5,000.


Theresa explained that Waele A Ola Hou is a Weed and Seed like 
program.  The good news is that Kauai does not meet the Federal requirements to qualify for the Weed and Seed program because 
our drug situation is not as serious as other communities in our 
state.


Moana explained that Waele A Ola Hou is a program that encourages communities to do community events that promotes 
“community”.  It could be events like “Movies in the Park”, 
newsletters, Christmas Light competition for the holidays, basically any 
event that brings the community together and taking back their ownership of their community.


Theresa congratulated Chair Sarita and community members for their efforts in creating the Hanamaulu Neighborhood Association. Having an organization such as this is a great start in taking charge of your community.  This process is a great way to deter drug activity in your community as well.  


Theresa also explained that the requirements would be that she would need a copy of our By-Laws and there would be a report that is required on how the funds are spent.


Laurie Kelekoma explained that she spoke to Cathy Simao to head this project. Cathy has great organizational skills and has an expertise in 
writing for grants for the community.


Chair Sarita asked Rena Ulanday to assist Cathy Simao in this project as she too is a great organizer.  Rena agreed to assist in this event


Chair Sarita thanked both Cathy Simao and Rena Ulanday for taking on this project on our behalf.

By –Laws Committee

By-Laws Committee Chair Blu Ulanday re-presented the By-Laws to the committee and explained that the By-Laws have been finalized by the Attorney’s and was presented at the last meeting.  


After the committee’s review, Chair Ulanday asked for a motion to approve.  A motion was made by Ernie Domingo which was seconded by Florentino Duterte.


John Cruzada shared his concerns about voting on the By-Laws as they did not have enough lead time to read and review the By-Laws.


Chair Ulanday explained that the By-Laws have been discussed for a few months now and the By-Laws state that the By-Laws and any amendments can be discussed at an association meeting, however it could not be adopted or voted on until the following scheduled meeting and the By-Laws have met that requirement.


Chair Sarita that he understands Mr. Cuzada’s concerns, however as Chair Ulanday explained these By-Laws have been discussed during the last few meetings.  There is a motion on the floor by Member Domingo which was seconded by Member Duterte. Mr.  Cruzada was welcome to vote “Nye” when the actual vote is taken.  Chair Sarita explained that there may be other members who may agree with Mr. Cruzada.


Chair Sarita explained that there is a motion on the floor to adopt the By-Laws.  Chair Sarita asked to a vote from the committee, all members voted to approve the By-Laws as presented.  Mr. Cruzada was the sole member that voted against the approval.  The motion was sustained.  The By-Laws were adopted.  Approved.

Proposed Amendments to By-Laws

This also allows our Treasurer to obtain a Checking Account with the new Hanamaulu Neighborhood Association name.

State of Hawaii Business Registration


Chair Sarita explained that he currently working on as obtained the proper documentation to file for our State ID number as well as filing for a non-profit 501-C3 status.

There was a suggestion to include the Legislature and Federal Representatives in our notices for possible funding. 


It was also suggested that we should find out what the project timeline is 
so we would be able to plan accordingly.
